“But God demonstrates His own love for us in this:

There is something about being human that makes us feel lonely and amiss, like a foreign exchange 
student struggling to speak a new language. We are somehow aware that all is not right, that some things 
and some people are not what they seem. Somehow we have missed the mark of what can and should 
be. Everyday we live with the consequences of our mistakes and failures. Broken relationships, lies, hurt 
and pain.

You see, Jesus not 
only shows us truth and life, he absorbs our sin and death. When you hear the Gospel, you should 
recognize that God has given you a wonderful gift. He has given you a new example, a fresh start, a new 
life and more importantly a new relationship with Him. The Gospel is an invitation to embrace and enjoy 
God forever. This reality will change your life, just as it has and continues to change lives around the 
world, one person at a time.
